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Discontinuance of Public Right-of-Way 
An alley or plated street may be discontinued or vacated in two ways 1.) by petition of adjacent 
property owners, or 2.) by the City Council which the introduction of resolution declaring that the 
public interest requires it.  The statutory requirement (§66.1003, Wis. Stats.) and the City’s process 
are summarized in the following steps. 
 
Discontinuance by Petition 
Step one: Petitioner Files an Intent to Petition 
The first step an individual must take to vacate a right-of-way is to file a petition with the City.  To do 
this, the petitioner must utilize the services of a professional to prepare a petition form, a legal 
description and map identifying the proposed right-of-way to be vacated, and a list of the names 
and addresses of all property owners within 2,650 feet of the right-of-way to be vacated.  The 
petitioner will use the address list to gather signatures all of the abutting property owners and a 
minimum of ⅓ of the property owners within the 2,650 feet.   
 
Step Two: Filing of a Lis Pendens 
Once the petition has been filed, the petitioner must file a Notice of Pending Action (Lis Pendens) 
with the County Register of Deeds.  The petitioner may choose to hire a professional to prepare and 
record this legal document.  An example is included on the following page.  The petitioner must 
provide a copy of the recorded document to the City before Step 3.   
 
Step Three: City Council sets Public Hearing 
Staff will prepare a resolution to be considered by the City Council that will set a public hearing 
date for the petition.  The hearing date must be far enough in the future to allow for a Class 3 notice. 
Staff will prepare the notice as required by §66.1003(8)(b), Wis. Stats.  It must be published three 
times, with the last publication at least one week prior to the scheduled public hearing.  
 
Step Four: Plan Commission Review 
Once the public hearing has been set, the matter will be referred to the Plan Commission for their 
review and comment.  The Plan Commission will consider the petition at their next regular meeting 
and make a recommendation to City Council.   
 
Step Five: City Council Public Hearing and Decision 
The City Council will consider a resolution and make its determination on the date of the public 
hearing.  If a written objection is filed by any of the owners abutting the public way to be 
discontinued or by more than ⅓ of the owners within 2,650 feet, the request may be approved only 
by the favorable vote of ⅔ of the members of the City Council.  If the vacation is approved, the 
resolution is recorded by the City with the County Register of Deeds.   
 
Discontinuance by City Council 
Step One: City Council Introduces a Resolution to Discontinue Right-of-Way 
At the request of the City Council, staff will prepare a resolution to be introduced at a Council 
meeting declaring that it is in the public interest to discontinue right-of-way. Per §66.1003(4)(b), 
Wis. Stats, the resolution must include a map and legal description of the right-of-way to be 
vacated and be accompanied by a memo requesting that a public hearing be set no less than 40 
days after the meeting where the resolution is introduced.  
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Step Two: Filing of Lis Pendens 
Once the resolution has been introduced and acted upon, staff will file a Notice of Pending Action 
(Lis Pendens) with the County Register of Deeds. A copy of the recorded document will be on file at 
City Hall.   
 
Step Three: Notification 
Staff will prepare a Class 3 notice as required by §66.1003(8)(b), Wis. Stats.  It must be published 
three times, with the last publication at least one week prior to the scheduled public hearing. In 
addition, notice shall be served on the owners of the lots abutting upon the right-of-way sought to 
be discontinued.  Notice must be served personally or by a police officer, unless the owner lives out 
of town.  In that case, the notices may be mailed to the owner’s last known address.  Notice must 
occur no less than 30 days prior to the scheduled public hearing date.  An affidavit or similar proof 
of service needs to be placed into the file.   
 
Step Three: Plan Commission Review 
Once the public hearing has been set, the matter will be referred to the Plan Commission for their 
review and comment. The Plan Commission will consider the Council’s resolution at their next 
regular meeting and make a recommendation on the proposed right-of-way vacation to the City 
Council.   
 
Step Four: City Council Public Hearing and Decision 
The City Council will consider the resolution and make its determination on the date of the public 
hearing. If a written objection is filed by any of the owners abutting the public way to be 
discontinued or by more than ⅓ of the owners within 2,650 feet, the request may be approved only 
by the favorable vote of ⅔ of the members of the City Council.  If the vacation is approved, the 
resolution is recorded by the City with the County Register of Deeds.

The attached Bid Worksheet includes a summary/justification of the difference of the
bid results for C Tomahawk, SRTS Sidewalk / Lincoln County / 9855-00-70.

The letting for C Tomahawk, SRTS Sidewalk / Lincoln County / 9855-00-70 occurred
Tuesday 5/27/2025.  The low bid for this proposal was 48.8% over the engineer’s
estimate.  Please see the comments on the items that created the major differences
between the estimate and low bid. 

1. Provide details for bid items with large discrepancies between bid and
estimated prices.

· Why do you believe the overall bid is higher than the estimate? The 3 items
that make up the majority of the difference are Concrete Sidewalk 4-Inch,
Concrete Driveway 6-Inch, and Mobilization. These 3 items account for 81% of
the difference between the engineer’s estimate and low bid. Concrete prices
have been trending to be increasing. This year there are a large number of
projects, more than a typical year, within the State System and Local Program.
This tends to result in higher prices due to limited contractor availability.

1. Bid Item 602.0405 Concrete Sidewalk 4-Inch:
a. Design Estimate = $9.00/SF (Average Bidx = $6.87/SF)

i. Note: $2.28/SF Estimated for incidental
Excavation Common and Base Aggregate Dense 1 ¼-
Inch.

b. Let Bid = $12.10/SF (Low Bidx = $4.25/SF, High Bidx = $13.78/SF)
c. Bidx parameters = (6/1/2023 – 9/1/2024) (5,000 to 10,000 SF)
d. We assumed an average Bidx price plus the added $2.28/SF for

incidental work.

2. Bid Item 602.0810 Concrete Driveway 6-Inch:
a. Design Estimate = $80.00/SY (Average Bidx = $74.89/SY)
b. Let Bid = $151.00/SY (Low Bidx = $63.00/SY, High Bidx =

$167.30/SY)
c. Bidx parameters = (1/1/2023 – 9/1/2024) (100 to 300 SY in

all Counties)
d. We assumed an average Bidx price plus the added

$20.52/SY for incidental work.

· Are the plan quantities accurate? Yes. The plan quantities are accurate.
· Are the bid prices reasonable? Yes. They seem to balance out with the

exception of the 3 items mentioned above.
· Does the bid or estimated unit prices reflect the work depicted in the
