A request from Steve and Marie Daigle, Daigle Rentals LLC to rezone tax parcels 286-3406-031-0242 (Lot
2 of CSM 572692, Southgate Drive) and 286-3406-031-0153 (Lot 2 of CSM 1079, 655 Southgate Dr) now

comprising of a B-1 Business and an R-2 Two Family Residential District to an M-1 Manufacturing District

Clerk BARTZ explained the request for a re-zone. Paul Daigle added that a 50’ buffer of trees has been
planted abutting the property to the north on Theiler Drive.

Steve Daigle stated that they want to be good neighbors. He stated that they purchased and put a lot of
work into the Johnson Brothers property that now has Tomahawk Trailer. He noted that they purchased
the old “Gills Bar” at 655 Southgate Drive and worked with Mrs. Haring and City to resolve the water
issue.

Marie Haring stated that she had some concerns regarding the rezone request. She stated that she
would like her lot to remain a B-1 District.

Steve Daigle stated that he would like to exclude from the rezone the parcel that Daigle Rentals owns at
655 Southgate Drive.

NYSTROM MOVED to approve the rezone request with the exclusion of 655 Southgate Drive 286-3406-
031-0153, LONG seconded. The VOTE was unanimous.
