ORDINANCE 2024-01

An ordinance of the City of Tomahawk to amend the Municipal Code, Chapter 94 Traffic and
Vehicles, Article lll. Operation of Vehicles Generally, Section 94-73 One-Way Traffic

The Common Council of the City of Tomahawk, Wisconsin does ordain as follows:

ARTICLE Ill. Operation of Vehicles Generally

Section 94-73. One-Way Traffic.
The following are restricted to one-way traffic:
(1) The east-west alley located in Block 4 of the original plat of the city is restricted to one-way traffic
running easterly.
(2) The east-west alley located in Block 23 of the original plat of the city is restricted to one-way traffic
running westerly.
(3) North 5t Street located between Washington Avenue and Lincoln Avenue is restricted to on-way
traffic running southerly.

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage and publication.
