CALL TO  ERICKSON called the meeting of the Water and Sewer Utility Commission meeting to  6 

ORDER  order at 8:00AM. 7 

 8 

ROLL CALL Commission members present were Adam Webster, Scott Borchardt, Dale Arthur, Bill 9 

Erickson and Bill Paulson.  Also present was Director of Public Works Mike Tolvstad and 10 

Clerk-Treasurer Amanda L. Bartz. 11 

 12 

PUBLIC There were no public comments. 13 

COMMENTS  14 

 15 

MINUTES ERICKSON MOVED to approve the April 14, 2015 minutes and WEBSTER seconded.  The 16 

VOTE was unanimous. 17 

 18 

 ERICKSON MOVED to approve the April 28, 2015 minutes and PAULSON seconded.  The 19 

VOTE was unanimous. 20 

  21 

CHECKS ERICKSON asked about the first three checks that were voided, Clerk BARTZ explained.   22 

 23 

 ERICKSON asked what taxes are paid to the City with check 15371, Clerk BARTZ 24 

explained that this is administration time that is due to the City from the water and 25 

sewer.   26 

  27 

 ERICKSON stated that on check 15397 a backhoe was rented and questioned if a log has 28 

been kept when equipment has been rented.  TOLVSTAD explained that there was a kink 29 

in a water line and in order to find the manhole we had to dig in the backyard.  30 

ERICKSON asked if we had owned an excavator if the work  31 

 32 

BORCHARDT asked if the rental was part of the manhole project, TOLVSTAD explained 33 

that the previous rental was needed because it is the Utilities responsibility for making 34 

the manholes available to the contractor.  TOLVSTAD stated that when the resident 35 

filled in the backyard the manhole was buried.  TOLVSTAD stated that a 6’ riser was put 36 

on the manhole so that it would be flush with the ground.  37 

 38 

BORCHARDT asked what the current backhoe rental was for, TOLVSTAD stated that it 39 

was used to repair an existing service on Leather Avenue that had a break.  He stated 40 

that when the crew started to dig the ground water was so high it was undercutting the 41 

roadway.  TOLVSTAD stated that A-1 Construction was in town completing the River 42 

Street water loop and was able to dewater and fix the water main on Leather Avenue.  43 
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BORCHARDT asked if this was part of the Sewer Rehab Project and TOLVSTAD explained 1 

that it was not part of the project but water that was repaired. 2 

 3 

ERICKSON asked if check 15404 was also rental of an excavator and TOLVSTAD explained 4 

that it was rented for a piece of water main that had collapsed at 9th Street and 5 

Washington Avenue.  ERICKSON reiterated that this would be a project that would be 6 

completed ourselves.   7 

 8 

BORCHARDT asked about check 15379 to Avnet, LLC in the amount of $300.  Clerk 9 

BARTZ explained that this the annual fee for website hosting. 10 

 11 

BORCHARDT asked what training was attended on check 15392.  Clerk BARTZ explained 12 

that this was for water training.   13 

 14 

ERICKSON asked about check 15399 for $120 to Bellin Health.  TOLVSTAD explained that 15 

the City is part of a pool as required for a CDL and it is random test that happened to 16 

draw five names.  He stated that we are required to be part of a pool of 150 or more. 17 

 18 

PAULSON stated that checks 15411 and 15412 to MMG Employer Solutions were also 19 

for drug screening and audiogram.  Loretta Wanta, Deputy Clerk explained that one is 20 

for the test and the other is for the administration of the test. 21 

 22 

ERICKSON asked what check 15402 for legal fees was for.  TOLVSTAD stated that with 23 

the Clean Water Fund Loan we are required to get a legal opinion on right of way or 24 

easements for any property included in the projects.  BORCHARDT asked if the Utility 25 

can go back and charge the property owner that buried the manhole.  BORCHARDT also 26 

asked that if when the City was mapped if the buried manhole would have shown up.  27 

TOLVSTAD stated that if a water main makes a turn and it is less than 400’ from the last 28 

manhole we would not know about it unless it was televised.  He stated that once the 29 

line was televised we saw the manhole but did not know the exact location. 30 

BORCHARDT asked if the Utility is responsible for going back and re-seeding the 31 

property, TOLVSTAD confirmed the Utility would. 32 

 33 

WEBSTER asked about check number 15413 to MSA Professional Services, Clerk 34 

explained that it is for the GIS mapping hosting and half is paid out of the water and half 35 

out of the sewer. 36 

 37 

PAULSON asked if the rock and stone by the city garage would that be usable instead of 38 

having to buy it.  TOLVSTAD that the stone by the city garage has a lot of fines in it and 39 

the rock and stone that was purchased with check 15401 for the Leather Avenue water 40 

break is 1½ clear and we are able to stick a pump down in it. 41 

 42 
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WEBSTER MOVED to approve check 15368 – 15423 in the amount of $106,725.80 and 1 

PAULSON seconded.  The VOTE was unanimous. 2 

 3 

FINANCIAL  PAULSON asked if about the interest rate and that they had calculated at 4% and the  4 

REPORT Clean Water Fund Loan has an interest rate of 2.363%.  PAULSON asked if the rate 5 

increase was calculated at 4%.  Clerk stated that they were not calculated based on a 4% 6 

interest rate.  PAULSON stated that $7.692 million in debt is looking really scary. 7 

 8 

WEBSTER MOVED to approve the financial report and BORCHARDT seconded.  The VOTE 9 

was unanimous. 10 

 11 

OLD  1.) Capacity, Management, Operation and Maintenance (CMOM)  12 

BUSINESS 13 

TOLVSTAD stated that Scott Martin will be putting together a schedule and will have it 14 

for the next meeting. 15 

 16 

2.) Waste Water Projects 17 

 18 

WASTE WATER PLANT UPDATES 19 

 20 

TOLVSTAD things are moving along well, he stated that they have removed one of the 21 

clarifier looked great and some welding was done by staff.  He stated that should go 22 

along quicker than we thought.   23 

 24 

TOLVSTAD ground water infiltration is approximately 200,000 gallons every day.   25 

ERICKSON the infiltration comes from ground water seeping in through the pipe but the 26 

other is people pumping ground water into the system from sump pumps.  TOLVSTAD 27 

stated that it is an issue that we will have to deal with but when you tell someone that 28 

they can no longer pump groundwater into the system then you need to provide them 29 

with storm waters.  30 

 31 

BORCHARDT asked if business downtown have storm sewer in front of their property, 32 

TOLVSTAD explained not necessarily, it might run 200’ down the curb into the storm 33 

sewer.  BORCHARDT stated that you have residents pumping into the gutter and it runs 34 

to the next storm sewer.  TOLVSTAD stated that you can allow them to do that in the 35 

summer months but not in the winter to avoid icing up in the streets. 36 

 37 

Mayor STOCKER help city in the future not to have buildings in lower areas of the City, 38 

TOLVSTAD would want to address the groundwater issues before they build. 39 

 40 

BORCHARDT asked if there will be savings to the Utility with the clarifier being cleaned 41 

instead of replaced.  TOLVSTAD will know more at next Tuesday’s construction meeting.  42 

TOLVSTAD stated that if the inspector is on site and they see that something does not 43 
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need to be complete then it will be eliminated in the project.  ERICKSON stated that the 1 

other still need to look at the other clarifier and may need to be replaced.   2 

 3 

WEBSTER asked if they are lump sum contracts, TOLVSTAD they are per unit of work.  4 

ERICKSON stated that MSA is managing the project.   5 

 6 

WEBSTER stated that if he went to a contractor and asked them to repair a clarifier and 7 

they can do it as time and materials or for a predetermined amount.  TOLVSTAD stated 8 

that it is contracted as per unit of work. 9 

 10 

BORCHARDT asked how we are doing on the budget on the waste water plant project.  11 

TOLVSTAD only two items that are known change orders is two 18” valves that will need 12 

to be replaced.  ERICKSON asked if those change orders will fall under that ceiling that 13 

can approve by TOLVSTAD and himself.  TOLVSTAD stated that he will know more for 14 

the next meeting. 15 

 16 

COLLECTION SYSTEM/REHABILITATION UPDATES 17 

 18 

TOLVSTAD stated that we have found with the collection system that we have not had 19 

to do as many things to the system as in the contract.  He stated that those costs have 20 

been removed.  He explained that that the handout included in the packet is an 21 

estimate by the inspector on the total project costs.   22 

 23 

ERICKSON asked if the project was $137,000 in the good, TOLVSTAD stated that it does 24 

not include pipe bursting for $94,000.  TOLVSTAD stated that we estimate being $75,000 25 

under budget. 26 

 27 

BORCHARDT asked what percentage of the project is complete and TOLVSTAD 28 

estimated 75-80% complete.  TOLVSTAD stated that we will have a good idea in the next 29 

two-three weeks how accurate the estimates are. 30 

 31 

ERICKSON presented the front cover of the May 17, 2015 edition of the Leader-32 

Telegram from Eau Claire, Wisconsin with an article titled “Exposing a Dirty Secret” 33 

regarding disposable wipes.  He stated that this is something that should be on the front 34 

page of the Tomahawk Leader. 35 

 36 

TOLVSTAD stated that the after the Bliss Street pump station had become clogged he 37 

asked Dave Van De Weerd, Waste Water Head Operator, over the course of a year how 38 

often it becomes clogged.  He reported that the Waste Water Department responds 39 

approximately once a week to unplug this lift station.  BORCHARDT stated that this 40 

needs to be brought to the public sooner rather than later.  BORCHARDT stated that we 41 

are spending a lot of money to fix the system.  TOLVSTAD stated that every community 42 

is suffering the same problem.  Mayor STOCKER stated that the packaging states that 43 
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the wipes are being sold as disposable and people are flushing them and once they get 1 

into the system they melt.  TOLVSTAD stated that there is a group that is trying to 2 

develop a system to cut the fiber in the wipes so that it will not roll and create a 3 

problem in the system.   4 

 5 

BORCHARDT asked if there are areas that are worse than others and if we can approach 6 

those businesses regarding the issues.  TOLVSTAD we have approached them regarding 7 

the issues.  BORCHARDT stated that a member of the Commission or the Mayor may 8 

carry more weight than an employee when talking to these businesses.  TOLVSTAD 9 

reiterated that an effort has been made.   10 

 11 

Mayor STOCKER asked if a filter can be placed in these places, TOLVSTAD stated that we 12 

have looked at a system and the cost was quarter of a million dollars.   13 

 14 

ERICKSON asked if you can meet with someone from the Tomahawk Leader and asked if 15 

the Clerk could provide the Tomahawk Leader with a copy of the article from Eau Claire.  16 

 17 

WEBSTER stated that it needs to be explained what a mess it is creating in the system.  18 

BORCHARDT stated that if you group this issue with the money that we are spending on 19 

the project and the direct to the customer and explained that it will get more expensive 20 

if you don’t do something.  TOLVSTAD voiced concerns with a dry spell and clogs in the 21 

system.  He stated that with the wet conditions and infiltration of groundwater it helps 22 

move the rag.   23 

 24 

ERICKSON asked when we started to see this problem and TOLVSTAD stated that we 25 

have seen more of a problem in the last five years. 26 

 27 

  MANHOLES 28 

 29 

TOLVSTAD stated that the rehab on the manholes will be completed the following week.   30 

 31 

  SEWER GROUTING 32 

 33 

TOLVSTAD stated that the sewer grouting should be complete by the end of the week 34 

and then will be in the following week to grout the laterals 5’. 35 

 36 

  PIPE BURSTING 37 

 38 

TOLVSTAD reported that the pipe bursting would be complete the week of June 8, 2015.  39 

WEBSTER asked what the risk in pipe bursting.  TOLVSTAD he has not been involved in 40 

this process.  WEBSTER asked where the pipe bursting would be located.  TOLVSTAD 41 

explained that the Water Works Road upstream from the lift station and 4’ off the back 42 
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wall of a house.  ERICKSON stated that the alternative to pipe bursting is digging it up 1 

and replacing it. 2 

 3 

PAULSON asked how many lineal feet we are bursting, TOLVSTAD will report back at the 4 

next meeting.  5 

 6 

BORCHARDT asked what the contingency plan was if this does not work, TOLVSTAD 7 

stated that if the pipe bursting cannot be done then alternatives will need to be talked 8 

about.   9 

 10 

BORCHARDT asked if the line was installed before the house was built or if the house 11 

was built before the line was installed.  TOLVSTAD stated that he would guess the line 12 

was there before the house by looking at the area that it serves.  ERICKSON stated that 13 

there is no way to tell who approved the building of the home in that location. 14 

 15 

Mayor STOCKER asked what kind of pipe it is, TOLVSTAD stated that it is a sanitary 16 

sewer pipe. 17 

 18 

ERICKSON asked how the Commission will approve the change order for the pipe 19 

bursting, TOLVSTAD stated that he does not have the written change order yet.  20 

ERICKSON asked the Commission if they would like to approve the change order with a 21 

budget of $94,000 or if they would like to wait until they receive the change order and 22 

hold a special meeting. 23 

 24 

Mayor STOCKER asked why this wasn’t part of the original contract.  ERICKSON stated 25 

that this came up after the fact and was brought to the Commission’s attention a few 26 

months ago.  TOLVSTAD explained that a year ago when they televised the system it was 27 

still in a condition to pull a liner through it and the project was bid out that way.  He 28 

stated that over the winter the line has deteriorated significantly.  ERICKSON stated that 29 

the winter of 2014 with the severe weather it could have caused the deterioration.   30 

 31 

PAULSON asked how much of a credit would be given for the lining of the pipe.  32 

TOLVSTAD stated that it was factored into the project budget.  PAULSON would like to 33 

see the lineal footage and reduction. 34 

 35 

BORCHARDT asked if something fails with that house being right there.  TOLVSTAD 36 

stated that he would be worried that you would have to clear that pipe in some fashion 37 

and would be concerned with a sinkhole.  BORCHARDT asked if we have looked into 38 

excavating and relaying this pipe, TOLVSTAD would have to relay pipe all the way from 39 

lift station to Pleasant Avenue. 40 

 41 

ERICKSON MOVED to approve a budget of $94,000 for pipe bursting, motioned died for 42 

a lack of a second.   43 
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 1 

WEBSTER asked what the terms and condition are for the contract for the pipe bursting.  2 

He asked if there is a performance clause or is it buyer beware.  TOLVSTAD stated that 3 

you are asking them to come in and do what you think is the best remedy and feels it is 4 

the best way to go. 5 

 6 

ERICKSON asked what MSA’s recommendation is for this issue, TOLVSTAD to do the pipe 7 

bursting.  TOLVSTAD stated that they all seem pretty confident about the pipe bursting.  8 

Mayor STOCKER has a hard time understanding why the engineer would not have 9 

expected this.   10 

 11 

BORCHARDT asked if MSA’s recommendation was a cost issue or performance issue, 12 

TOLVSTAD that it is a combination of cost and performance.  TOLVSTAD stated that the 13 

liner that will be pulled through after the pipe bursting holds its shape unlike the other 14 

liner. 15 

 16 

ERICKSON MOVED to approve a budget of $94,000 for pipe bursting and WEBSTER 17 

seconded.  18 

 19 

PAULSON stated that he would like to see the change order and BORCHARDT agreed.   20 

 21 

PAULSON MOVED to recess the meeting to obtain a copy of the change order, motion 22 

dies for a lack of second.   23 

 24 

ERICKSON called the question.  The VOTE was unanimous. 25 

 26 

BORCHARDT asked if a copy of the change order can be sent to the Commission, Clerk 27 

stated that she will provide a copy to the Commission at the next meeting. 28 

 29 

  PROJECT BUDGET 30 

 31 

TOLVSTAD stated that the inspector has reviewed the budget and the project and it 32 

looks like we are about $75,000 under budget with the collection system.  TOLVSTAD 33 

stated that Waste Water Plant has not seen any big change orders yet but will see what 34 

the two 18” valves will cost.  He stated that the Plant is only about 20% complete. 35 

 36 

  WWTF UPGRADE – CHANGE ORDER NO 1 – ADDITION OF GRIT PAD 37 

 38 

TOLVSTAD stated that the grit pad has not been approved yet but will keep it on the 39 

agenda so when the Commission feels comfortable to take an action on it. 40 

 41 

PAULSON stated that he thought we were going to rebid it with local contractors.  42 

TOLVSTAD thought we could take money for depreciation account and then use funds 43 
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from the Clean Water Fund to reimburse the fund but this is not an allow process.  All 1 

work has to be white sheet and Davis-Bacon wages. 2 

 3 

ERICKSON asked if Merrill or Rhinelander has a grit pad and if we could contract with 4 

them to use their grit pad.  ERICKSON stated that it would allow us to get the grit pad in 5 

the next budget.  TOLVSTAD stated that if we get towards the end of the project and we 6 

feel comfortable approving the grit pad. 7 

 8 

WEBSTER questioned why we cannot use a local lower contractor, TOLVSTAD it has to 9 

be White Sheet and Davis-Bacon.  ERICKSON if you do it for $55,000 you cannot use the 10 

Clean Water Funds.   11 

 12 

Clerk would not recommend using deprecation account. ERICKSON stated that we can 13 

budget for the grit pad in the next budget and get a contract with Rhinelander or 14 

Merrill.   TOLVSTAD would suggested applying for the use of the Clean Water Fund so if 15 

at the end of the project we have funds left we can go ahead with the grit pad.   16 

 17 

BORCHARDT stated we thought we were going to be able to get the grit pad for less 18 

than $83,000 and it was never mentioned in the previous meetings that we were using 19 

other avenues to pay for this.  ERICKSON stated that we have talked about this in 20 

previous meetings and that we are not paying $82,000 for the grit pad when we can get 21 

it done for $55,000.  He stated that at the last meeting or the meeting before he had 22 

stated that TOLVSTAD is looking at other ways of funding the grit pad besides the 23 

project money.  ERICKSON stated that we are hearing today that we cannot tap into the 24 

depreciation funds and that contingency funds can be used if there are any available at 25 

the end of the project.   26 

 27 

PAULSON asked where the costs is for building a grit pad.  He stated that it looks like a 28 

garage with a slope floor and a knee wall.  TOLVSTAD stated that the concrete needs to 29 

be sealed and that there are standards that need to be met. 30 

 31 

No action was taken. 32 

 33 

PAULSON stated that we paved Lincoln Ave, he asked how wide and how thick the 34 

pavement was.  Clerk BARTZ explained that it was paid out of TIF funds.  PAULSON asked 35 

if we were charged by square yard at 4”thick.  PAULSON explained that in the project it 36 

was calculated at 100 square yards at $110 per square yard.  He stated that a $1,000 per 37 

cubic yard is expensive.  TOLVSTAD stated that patching is expensive.   38 

 39 

3.) Storm and Ground Water Being Pumped into Waste Water System (Cross 40 

Connection) 41 

 42 

Mayor STOCKER asked if in new construction, a sump pump needs a building permit. 43 
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 1 

ERICKSON to MOVED to recommend to the Planning and Zoning Commission that a 2 

separate permit be require for sump pumps to eliminate cross contaminations, 3 

BORCHARDT seconded.  The VOTE was unanimous. 4 

 5 

4.)  Demonstration of Vacuum/Jetter Truck (9:00AM) 6 

 7 

The vacuum/jetter truck was not available for demonstration. 8 

 9 

TOLVSTAD mentioned that the vacuum truck could not make it this morning.  He stated 10 

that the truck has a PD pump that has the ability to suck 50’.  He stated that it is a 11 

superior pump.   12 

 13 

TOLVSTAD asked the Commission if they were interested in installed a camera unit on 14 

the vacuum truck.   15 

 16 

ERICKSON stated that the Commission has authorized the purchase of the truck and 17 

thanked TOLVSTAD for involving the Commission the process of purchasing the truck. 18 

 19 

PAULSON asked him where we would be able to look at it.  TOLVSTAD we will set up a 20 

date and meet at the City Garage and then would take it out to a manhole for a 21 

demonstration.  TOLVSTAD stated that he wants the Commission to know what it is and 22 

what the truck is and what it is a capable of doing. 23 

 24 

ERICKSON asked what the charge per load for use of a grit pad from Rhinelander and 25 

Merrill.  TOLVSTAD stated that we have a great working relationship with Rhinelander. 26 

 27 

Mayor STOCKER asked where the sewerage comes from that goes into this truck, 28 

TOLVSTAD stated that it is taken out of the collection system.  TOLVSTAD stated that it is 29 

dumped onto the grit pad to remove as much water as you can before it hauled to the 30 

landfill. 31 

 32 

BORCHARDT stated that we are looking at renting the use of grit pad and this goes back 33 

to renting the truck versus purchasing.  TOLVSTAD stated that it is not the same.  34 

BORCHARDT stated that we never got a cost to compare.  ERICKSON reminded the 35 

Commission that the decision has already been made to purchase the truck.   36 

 37 

NEXT The next Water and Sewer Utility Commission meeting will be June 30, 2015 at  38 

MEETING 8:00AM at City Hall. 39 

 40 

ADJOURN PAULSON MOVED to adjourn the meeting of the Water and Sewer Utility Commission 41
